PARENTS CODE OF CONDUCT

1.  Parents must appreciate that their child’s involvement in playing soccer should be primarily for the players own personal enjoyment.
2. Parents must value the rights, dignity and worth of each person and treat each respectfully within the context of sport.  No criticism, derogatory remarks or actions should be made toward game officials, team members, opposing team members, coaching staff, or other parents.

3. Parents should not give coaching directions to players from the sidelines but rather let  players make their own decisions, creating learning opportunities.
4. Parents must encourage and guide players to accept responsibility for their own behavior and performance.
5. Parents should when appropriate seek clarification with the team Coach regarding what is expected of them and players, and what they should expect from their coach.
6. Parent must always promote the positive aspect of the sport including fair play, and never condone violation of the Laws of the Game.  
7. Parents must consistently display high standards of behavior which respects the game, the players and officials.
8. Parents should not to step onto the field of play unless called by the coach and/or official

9. Parents should emphasize the importance of striving to win, not the winning itself.  Praise effort and performance not results.
