CLUB POLICIES 

Fields are located at Broome Park and referred to as 

BP-A (Game field only), BP-B, BP-C, BP-6V6

Carman Ainsworth Middle School fields utilized are 

CA-1(Game field only), and CA-2 (8V8)

Goals are to be anchored at all times.  You must keep screw anchors on goals at all times.  If you move goals, they must be anchored.  This is a club and school requirement to maintain a safe environment for players.  Our continued usage of fields is primarily based on our club meeting this requirement at all times.

Game field use is restricted to scheduled times only.  If Coaches plan to use fields for practice or scrimmages you must schedule times with the Club Scheduler.  Use of soccer fields is by permit only.

Coaches responsibilities shall include the following:
· Make sure that goal posts are anchored at all times.
· Put corner flags up before the first game of the day 
· Put corner flags away after the last game of the day 
· Clean up your team and your opponents bench area after games.
· For Broome Park if you are the first game of the day you will need to put up nets
· For Broome Park if you are the last game of the day you will need to take down nets
Please pick up trash when you see it and encourage your team to keep the fields clean.

***Corner Flags and Nets are stored in the blue trailer located behind the gray bus building at CA Jr. High School.  Please pick up a key to the lock from Club Chairman.

Rescheduled games:  If you are unable to play your scheduled home game for whatever reason and you have to reschedule your game you must contact the Club Scheduler as soon as possible.  There will be a $20 fee for rescheduled games ($10 referee fee, $10 club fee) in addition to any league fees imposed for rescheduling.  

Fees: Club Fees are $40 per active player on the season roster.  Club Fees are due in full AUGUST 15 for fall play and March 15th for spring play.  A late charge of $25 will be due if club fees are paid after due dates.   Referees will not be scheduled until club fees are paid in full.  Club fees can be made in the form of a check made out to FSSC and mailed to the club treasurer.

Emergency Situations:  In the case of an emergency, call 911 immediately and give specific direction as to your field location.   Ambulances may enter CA fields 1 & 2 via the gates adjacent to the Knopf  technical center.  There is a key to the main gate of Field CA-1 located in the Blue Trailer.  All teams should have a basic first aid kit on the sidelines of all games.
